2011 Annual Conference Update -  Jason Lederer, Conference Chairperson, updated everyone on progress to date.  The program is set, the brochure is at the printer, and on-line registration is under way.

Gene Ambroziak committed to visiting some venues in that area.  Pete indicated he would have dialogue with everyone involved and attempt to keep things moving forward.

2013 Annual Conference –Rhode Island is the target state for this event.  Pete will approach Brandon Faneuf and ask him to chair this event.
Education/Certification Programs—All four EnviroCert Review Courses and Exams will be offered at the NE IECA Conference in Natick, and Mickey Marcus and Randy Shuey are coordinating instructor coverage.
Chapter Advisory Committee – Mickey Marcus has been participating in these meetings on behalf of the chapter, but has not seen much movement as a result of the meetings.
State (Regional) Workshops
VT – Kim Greenwood reported that she is now looking at putting a regional event in Vermont together for 2012.
NH – Pete and Randy discussed the two highly successful erosion control field days held in New Hampshire in July.  Randy committed to sharing the template for that event with the entire board.

MA –It was agreed that we have our hands full hosting the Northeast Chapter Annual Conference this year.
