Chapter Board Meeting Conference Call

January 21, 2011

The meeting was called to order at 12:00 noon by Chapter President Pete Hanrahan.

Secretary’s Report—Andrea Wright was not present for call, but amended minutes from Chapter’s November 30, 2011 were accepted as amended.

Treasurer’s Report—Joe Koziell reported that the chapter had a balance of $24,806 on hand, with a few more conference receivables left to be cleaned up.

2010 Annual Conference Wrap Up—Randy Shuey discussed the conference and noted that the attendees were generally positive regarding the speakers, topics and the facility in Concord.  Attendance was outstanding.  The UNH tour was very well received, and the vendors had a very positive reaction to the event.  
Randy and Joe Koziell were thanked for their outstanding work on the event.

2011 Annual Conference—Jason Lederer brought everyone up to date on his work thus far in preparing for this event.  Michele Girard from the Massachusetts Association of Conservation Commissions was also on the line, and Jason has been in discussions with the MACC regarding co-sponsorship of the conference.

Locations were discussed and the group is looking in the Worcester, MA/I-495 area.  Discussion was also held regarding moving the conference toward the weekend so that MACC members, most of whom are lay people, could gain access to the vendors.  The consensus was that this could be done.  Tentative dates agreed upon were Dec. 1-3, Thursday through Saturday.  Jason will continue to discuss details with the MACC in hopes of putting a joint conference proposal together.  He is also including the Southern New England Chapter of the NRCS in his discussions.

2012 Annual Conference—John Kosar had no specifics to report, but promised to bring back some ideas in time for our next board meeting.

Education—Randy Shuey encouraged representatives from each state in our chapter to put together field days.  A very successful field day, co-sponsored by our chapter, was 
held in Concord, New Hampshire in July of 2010.  Randy feels this model would work very well in all seven of our states.  He is more than willing to share his experience with any interested board members.   Pete agreed to contact state board representatives in each state to get this process rolling.  

New Business—Pete asked for a volunteer to serve on the Chapter Advisory Committee.  Mickey Marcus volunteered and was elected unanimously.

For those chapter members who can attend the Annual Conference in Orlando in February, the Chapter will meet in Coronado F from 6-7 PM on Monday, February 21.

Pete encouraged board members to submit information to him for the chapter calendar.  The calendar has an extensive list of upcoming industry events, but it needs our continuous attention to make it better. 
It was agreed to change the chapter’s mailing address from Windsor, Connecticut to Antrim, New Hampshire.
