Call to Order (P. Hanrahan)
The meeting commenced at about 12:05 after the call-in info was clarified. Randy, Mickey, Pete, Andrea, Joe, Kim, Kurt, Patrick, and Christine called in.

Secretary’s Report (A. Wright)

At December’s meeting Mickey suggested we have some way of letting other members know what is discussed at our BOD meetings. We discussed potentially posting minutes on the web site. Andrea and Pete will get together to discuss how best to make this happen. 
Treasurer’s Report (J. Koziell)
As of the end of February there is $19,740 in savings. All bills are paid so things are looking good. 
2010 Annual Conference (R. Shuey)
Potential sites include the Radisson in Nashua and the Grappone Center in Concord. Joe suggested looking into places in Durham so that a field day at the UNH Stormwater Facility could easily be incorporated. Pete suggested Portsmouth as well. Randy will look into these as they will certainly be less expensive than either Nashua or Concord. 

Budget for last year’s conference in Hartford was $9,000. (The State of CT will reimburse for taxes. Christine and Joe to coordinate paperwork.)
Potential Co-Sponsors include EnviroCert, UNH Technology Transfer Center, UNH SW Center, NH DOT, NH DES. Randy to look into this further.

Randy and Kim discussed potential speakers/topics to include the Conservation Law Foundation for Residual Designation Authorities, Steve Trinkaus with his presentation from last year, TMDL for Impervious Areas, and Updating CGPs. Joe mentioned that we should keep in mind that both ME and NY are now requiring contactors have 8 hours of ESC training to become certified. It would be good to make this event count for that. 

Mickey reminded us of our discussion in December - committees make good conferences. Joe and Pete volunteered to become members of the Conference Committee under Randy.

2011 Annual Conference (P. Hanrahan)
Pete would like to announce the location of the 2011 Annual Conference at the 2010 Annual Conference. Potential to partner with MACC for Annual Conference as well as other events throughout the year.

Field Day, Saratoga, NY (K. Wissell)
This Field Day has been scheduled for May 20th. It will be held at the Global Foundries site, which is currently the largest construction site in the country. Kurt is coordinating this effort. He will distribute a list of lodging opportunities in the near future. 
Compost Training, VT (K. Greenwood/A. Wright)
The Compost Association of VT has received a grant to conduct 10 (½ day) trainings throughout this year. The training will be offered to landscape architects, planners and conservation districts, town energy committees, state watershed coordinators, the VT Local Roads/Better Back Roads Programs, the AGC, and the ASCE and will focus on compost for erosion and sediment control and vegetation establishment among other uses. NEC IECA will participate through promotion to our membership. Andrea will discuss with the Assn. the possibility of setting up the NEC IECA booth and/or providing handouts for membership to IECA and info regarding the EnviroCert Program. Andrea will get dates to Pete so they can be posted on the website. 

MACC Training Opportunity (C. Odiaga)
The MACC has recently hired an ESC coordinator. They have received a grant to provide ESC training to Conservation Commissions statewide. These trainings are currently slated to begin Fall 2010. The MACC is very interested in partnering with the NEC IECA. 
Exhibit Report/MACC, Worcester 2/27 (C. Odiaga)
Christine volunteered an entire day to manning the NEC IECA booth at the MACC event in Worcester. Pete said she got a lot of traffic and it was a great place to get some good exposure.
IECA Dallas (P. Hanrahan)
Jason Lederer, Randy and Pete all attended and presented at the conference so the NEC IECA was well represented. Pete held a Chapter meeting. It was a small group but there was interest in helping the Chapter out. Pete attended a Chapter Relations meeting where a ‘paper’ was discussed at length. Randy mentioned an important aspect of the paper was a call to get all speakers on one general list. If you are interested in getting on the list you should let Pete know. The Executive Director of the IECA mentioned that IECA members can receive a discount at Constant Contact, an on-line marketing service. He also mentioned that IECA has negotiated services through Ready Talk, a web and audio conferencing service. Joe will look into the prices as a conference call service.
Committee Reports/Old Business (All)

Joe inquired about the IECA and StormCon conferences merging. Nobody has heard anything about that. 
Randy mentioned a field day for Merrimack Conservation Districts in July that he would like to work with Joe on. This event has the support of the UNH Technology Transfer Center.  Randy also mentioned having some conversations with Lorraine from RI NEMO regarding local trainings.  She said they had received a grant to update the technologies in their existing manual where they felt they needed to focus their efforts. That recently fell through and there is some talk about having a training that highlights New Technologies; which may serve as a kick-off to updating the manual. Randy to follow up with hopeful participation by Christen and Eric Shearer.
