Call to Order (P. Hanrahan)
The meeting commenced at about 12:10.  Mickey, Pete, Andrea, Kim and Nancy Putnam of the Massachusetts Association of Conservation Commissions were physically present. Steve, Randy, Gene and Christine called in.  
Secretary’s Report (A. Wright)
Since we last met in March, the following has occurred:

· The Field Days in Saratoga, NY which was to be co-sponsored by NEC IECA was scheduled for May 20th The event was cancelled due to concerns of the host/contractor.

·  Co-Sponsorship of a Compliance Seminar in Elmira, NY (Nov 4, 2010) is moving forward; It will be sponsored by the Chemung County Stormwater Group; Don Lake is scheduled as a presenter.
· Co-Sponsorship of EnviroCert training in Concord, NH for CPESC & CESSWI occurred at the end of March. Fifty people sat in on the reviews which occurred over 2 sessions. Twenty-nine people took the Exam in early June. 
· Co-Sponsorship of Compost Association of VT Trainings. The Association has scheduled the majority of the 10 workshops. They have not asked for participation from NEC IECA in any form. Andrea to get schedule so it can be added to the Chapter calendar.
· 2010  Annual Conference: the BOD voted to go ahead with making arrangements for the conference to be held in Concord, NH November 30th  – December 2nd.
· Concord, NH Field Day. Randy and Joe have been working to coordinate the seminar to be held July 15th. 

· RI NEMO. Randy and Brandon were to coordinate; nothing more has occurred on this; they were waiting for the Manual to go on line; it did in April so they should be having further discussion soon.

Treasurer’s Report (J. Koziell)
Joe was unable to attend. No Treasurer’s report available.
2010 Annual Conference (R. Shuey)
The 2010 Annual Conference will be held Nov 30th – Dec 2nd in Concord, NH. Randy is in the midst of negotiations with the Marriot. The agenda will include a Keynote Speaker, potential field tour, and NH DOT I-93 challenges. Steve will help out on the 3rd day as a speaker. Randy’s goal is to organize a rough agenda by the beginning of July. 

Pete would like to have a printed agenda ASAP so we can try to draw people in early rather than just having a save the date. 
Mickey mentioned that sponsorship should happen very soon and that we would want to get those sponsorships on any flyers that go out. Randy has talked with EnviroCert and they sound open to sponsorship again this year. 

Mickey also mentioned that Randy should get a group of local folks on a committee. Randy said he has been talking with folks from NH DES and DOT. 

There was discussion on the suppliers and vendors with the thought that maybe they would only be present for one night and into the following day. Two + full days is too long or the amount of traffic experienced in the past. 

There was also discussion regarding registration with the thought that we need to have a streamlined process and that we should consider using a service which would add about $5-$6 per registration. There should be some thought into including membership as an incentive. 
Field Day, Concord, NH (R. Shuey)

This Field Day has been scheduled for July 15th. It will be held at the City of Concord Apple Orchard. It will be put on in coordination with the Merrimack Conservation District.  The venue can hold up to 200 people with some space with vendors. The idea is to have different stations to include hydro applications, blankets, flocculant/dewatering, and buffer strips. (Flyers have since been distributed via e-mail)

At that meeting they began to refine how many and what different types of trainings may be held, how to set it up and organize it, and who should attend which sessions. 20 sessions will be held throughout the state; may be a break up for coastal and inland.  Nancy was/is soliciting feedback for what format, topics, and audience would be best. Please get any thoughts, comments, ideas to her.

CT – LID is being worked into the state Stormwater General Permit. They are looking into how this jives with the Federal rules regarding 10 acre sites. Steve mentioned the need to educate consultant designers so that issues are controlled where they start rather than the designers cutting and pasting form the last project. 

NY – Gene has been out of the loop a bit and we should get an update from Rick.

NH – change in the Alteration of Terrain Regs

VT – recognizes a need for contractor training and potentially certification

RI – no Rep present but had sent e-mail regarding fines; and the issue of the fines not being great enough to actually provide any incentive/disincentive

MA- is seeing more EPS Oversight on construction sites; this is a big transition
